NOTICE of CONDITIONAL ACCEPTANCE
Dear Gary, 

We would like to advice you and Macquarie Bank (MB) that the property at 40 Warrain Crescent Currarong NSW has been reoccupied by us on Saturday 1st July 2006 as MB had no right in law to TRESPASS, BREAK and ENTER and cause damages to this property. A WRIT OF POSSESION was required from a court of law and this was not done. MB’s bluff has been called and we are in the process of serving a summons. We also contacted Nowra Sheriff’s dept last week and spoke with Mr Greg Moore who was of great assistance in investigating this issue. Greg told us that no court order existed and that no Sheriff attended with MB contracted agents to change locks. 
Media interest has intensified and coverage on the internet is wide-spread. TV media are holding back on this story until an outcome has reached fruition. As of this week many independent Internet media outlets will be pushing this story and we can assure you that more than 200,000 Australians will become informed by the end of this week. We wonder what word of mouth will achieve out of this! As we have tried to establish a legally binding contract with MB for more than eight months without success and because no lawful contract is in agreement, we again offer you a remedy which is a mutually agreed contract to start at the time of this new agreement. This will be the original sum of $664,000.00 less damages which is being claimed for the sum of $1 million dollars leaving an outstanding balance to us of $336,000.00.
If you do not respond in writing to the remedy we have provided you in this notice, within 14 days from receipt of this notice, it will be taken that you are in full agreement with our remedy and will be forever bound by its admissions and thereby, there is no recourse, and the matter is settled and closed.
