#1>Thank you for your letter received by Council on 2 October 2006. I note the letter is quite lengthy and relates to many different issues some of which appear to have little connection to each other and many of which do not appear to be issues concerning Maroochy Shire Council.

#2>It is clear however that you composed your correspondence with a reference to the registration of on site sewerage facilities and the local law, which deals with this matter. From your letter it is clear that you have a fair degree of understanding of legal matters and so I would propose to only identify the critical issues which are as follows:

Council is given a wide range of power to make a Local Law under section 26 of the Local Government Act 1993 (as amended)

That process requires both obtaining public comment about the Local Law and having the Local Law reviewed by the State by way of a state interest check. Pursuant to this statutory process Council made Local Law No 30 and Subordinate Local Law No 30.

#4> The notice paraphrased in your letter referred to making this Local Law and the registration, which is 

required under the Subordinate Local Law. These are two processes, which have been carried out properly and in 

accordance with the laws of Australia. Under those laws it is possible for particular actions to be challenged 

either by an individual or government, however Maroochy Shire Council is satisfied that the processes have been 

undertaken lawfully and will stand both the test of time and any judicial examination.

#5>As Mayor, my greater concern is with the community interest and in this regard I am particularly concerned 

with the environment of our Shire, especially the river and estuarine areas. You will recall in the not too distant 

past Maroochy Shire Council received a bad record card from State Government, in relation to these areas.

#6> Considerable expense has been undertaken to improve the health of our rivers and streams and that work 

includes improvement of the Maroochy Sewerage Treatment Plant, rehabilitation works along the rivers and 

streams and obtaining better compliance by all those residents which use on site sewerage treatment.

#7> The introduction of the Local Law was therefore only part of a series of actions undertaken by Council for 

the improvement of the environment for the benefit of all residents and visitors of the Shire.
